The services required of the volunteer will be in function of reinforcing those tasks that the Liaison Centre (SECCATID) have to develop within the framework of Project CAM H90 in coordination with the CNLCD for the Creation of a Treatment, Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration Network in Central America.  

Activities will consist in:

· Supporting training that is programmed for treatment centres along 2007. 

· Supporting of the development of an On Line course elaborated by the Liaison Centres in coordination with SECCATID for the treatment centres for Project CAM H90. 

· Promoting and assessing of the use of the Intranet for Project CAM H90 and the benefits of its tools between members (treatment centres).

· Supporting network activities focused on reference of patients to reinsertion activities, programmes or institutions where they can receive this treatment, by supporting the mobilization of available human resources within the network, this by implementing UNV methodology to detect volunteers already active in these areas.

· Lending assessment to treatment centres with the objective of identifying possible funding of their programmes.

· Supporting of the elaboration of a study on injectable drugs and gender by implementing a questionnaire and methodology guided by CDC, elaborating a data base and a study with guidance of CDC, contributing to a regional analysis carried out between CDC and UNODC. 

Support is requested in the following fields:

Volunteers in education can provide assistance in teaching and tutoring. Typically, volunteers in ICT4D can help to develop and set-up websites and networks as well as databases, e.g. through the provision of training. In Panama, volunteers have helped to promote capacity building activities in the area of disaster-related education activities. University volunteers in health have helped to educate and raise awareness among Cape Verdian mothers in HIV/AIDS. In the area of environment, they have developed information material in disaster-related management.

FUNCTIONS:

Under the supervision of the Focal Point to Project CAM H90 H90 (Mrs. Alicia Duarte), according to the methodology of UNV for volunteer promotion and in coordination with UNODC Regional Representation for Mexico and Central America (Mrs. Rubi Blancas): 

· Support the Liaison Centre in all the related activities to the promotion and strengthening of network activities between the member treatment centres, by encouraging communication between members, promoting patient referral to reinsertion services, promoting the strategic use of the Intranet for Project CAM H90 and by supporting training sessions in situ or On Line.

· Detect volunteers already working in treatment, rehabilitation and social reinsertion services of the network of Project CAM H90.

· Elaborate a national directory for national volunteers working in the national treatment network (including those in treatment networks and universities).

· Adopt a national programme / procedure to capture volunteers for the network of Project CAM H90, this with the assessment of the Liaison Centre, UNV, UNODC and the local university working with Project CAM H90.

· Elaborate and diffuse a national directory of donors and funding that may be available to the strengthening of programmes developed by the members of the treatment, rehabilitation and social reinsertion networks.  

· Assess the network members in the process to present their proposals to possible donors.

· Support the treatment and training activities of the Liaison Centre in coordination with CNLCD.

· Collaborate in the development of a national study on injectable drugs and gender that will be designed by CDC/GAP through the application of a questionnaire provided by UNODC and CDC.

· Create a data base with the results of the questionnaire.
