Arte Accién promotes
aris education and production as a means for holistic development, balancing social, emotional and artistic
skills in its approach. The organization has trained 25 peer group trainers (painting, aris, puppetry, circus and
theatre) and now needs to streamiine its educational program to be able to transfer its methodology to other
organizations.

The current training program was developed along the way, through experience and it needs now to be
organized, analyzed and formalized to be able to facilitate a multplier effect in the communities and amongst
interested organizations that work with youth

We ask a student of pedagogy with knowledge of non-formal education, preferable with knowledge and interest
in arts.
